Chlorine Prices Continue to Increase 

Last year the industry received its first substantial chlorine price 
increase since 1999. The negative impact of foreign import tariffs and 
natural gas price increases has led BioLab Inc. and other 
manufacturers to increase their chlorine price up to 30%.  
What does this mean to you?  Unfortunately the bottom line is that 
chlorine prices have or will be increasing by as much as 40% on the 
retail level. So to keep our chlorine pricing competitive we have 
switched back to the Blue Wave brand, which we used to sell. This 
chlorine is the exactly the same as our Omni brand and the 3” tablets 
now come individually wrapped for your convenience. By making this 
switch and ordering our product early we were able to hold our pricing 
from last year with a few exceptions.  
By the way, we have never sold the inferior imported chlorine because 
of the uneven quality and poor manufacturing techniques. 
The big box stores in the area do! And they don’t offer free water testing or  
expert advise either. 
 

 
Aqua Pool & Spa Pros’ Recommended Low Chlorine 
Recipe for Beautiful, Clear, Sparkling Pool Water  

 
1) Use the Synergy Chlorine System every week. This system includes a product called Initiator that is 

added once a year, Synergy chlorine tablets, and a weekly shock treatment called Clear. Swimming 
can be resumed in just 15 minutes after the pool is shocked when using Synergy Clear pool shock. 

2) Use Algimycin 2000 weekly to prevent algae from starting. This algaecide has been proven to be 
extremely effective in preventing algae outbreaks. We were able to start supplying this product last 
year and received great reviews from our customers and our weekly service accounts. 

3) Keep your Phosphate level below 200 PPM by using Pool Perfect with Phos Free. This product not 
only reduces the amount of phosphates in your pool water, which is the main food source for algae, 
it also has a natural enzyme that eliminates oils and other organic contaminates that can clog up your 
filter and make your water cloudy.  

4) Most importantly keep your pool water in balance. This means check and adjust your PH, total 
alkalinity, and calcium levels once a week or more often depending on how much rain and swimmer 
use the pool receives. Proper PH and alkalinity levels not only help in the clarity of your pool water 
but also have profound effects on chlorine consumption, chlorine availability, skin comfort, vinyl 
liner and equipment longevity. 

5) The use of Filter Aid or Clear Blue will help bring the sparkle back to dull pool water and really 
make your water look inviting.  

6) Routine maintenance is also very important. Clean or backwash your filter only when necessary. 
Remember a slightly dirty filter actually filters out smaller particles better that a clean one does. 
Removing leaves and grass clippings from the pool will help maintain lower phosphate levels. Don’t 
forget to brush the bottom and sides of your pool too. This helps loosen small dirt and algae particles 
before problems start. 

7) Always prevent any lawn, garden, or tree fertilizers or sprays from getting into your pool. These 
products can cause an algae bloom overnight! Beware of the lawn service companies treating your 
property or neighbors. Wind drift of these products is a common problem for pool owners.

We have been installing these auto covers for 3 years on new pool installations and now 
offer retrofit covers for existing pools.  
Auto covers are made of heavy duty vinyl that can be put on and taken off your pool 
automatically with the turn of a key. No more pulling your solar cover on and off or 
dealing with a reel system. These covers travel on a track that is mounted to your existing 
concrete deck and roll up in their own box until you turn a key switch for the cover motor 
to automatically close the cover. These covers are so strong and safe that a child or adult 
can stand on top of the cover and not get wet. Your pool will also use fewer chemicals and 
stay cleaner when you use an auto cover. 
The price including installation of an auto cover can be overwhelming, around $10,000, 
however if you consider the energy and chemical savings that you will receive it can 
actually pay for itself in less than 5 years depending on various factors. According to the 
U.S. Department of Energy an uncovered swimming pool can cost thousands of dollars to 
heat vs. a covered pool, which means up to a 70% savings. Check out their web site @ 
www.eere.energy.gov/consumer/yourhome and decide for yourself if having us install a 
Coverstar automatic pool cover is right for you.

We have been receiving more and more inquiries regarding chlorine generators, which 
have been on the market for quite some time. These units actually make chlorine from salt, 
which is why some people mistakenly call them salt generators. The advantage of having 
this on your pool is you never have to buy or add chlorine because the unit is continually 
making chlorine for you and the pool water feels softer than a regular chlorinated pool.  
With the cost of these at around $1,500.00 including installation, they may end up paying 
for themselves over the lifetime of your pool. Once again, stop by anytime to discuss 
whether a chlorine generator is right for your particular needs.

Cloudy Spa Water??? 
 
Are you having problems with cloudy, dull spa water?  The first thing you 
need to do is balance the PH and Total Alkalinity. Many of you have either 
your own well or city well water to contend with. Both have extremely high 
alkalinity readings. You must get the alkalinity level down to the 100-125 
PPM range. This will help keep your PH in the proper range, 7.4 – 7.6 and 
keep calcium from precipitating, (coming out of suspension), which clouds the 
water. Also, clean your filters regularly. Clogged filters cannot remove the 
tiny particles that can cause cloudy spa water. 
Hopefully most of you are using the Nature 2 Mineral System and Spa 
Shock Extra  to sanitize your water. If you are using this system and still have 
water clarity problems then consider using a chlorine floater and chlorine 
tablets. This will add a small amount of chlorine to the spa on a continuous 
basis. Remember you can always bring us a water sample and receive expert 
advice anytime you wish.
